DEFINITIONS FOR MCM ASSOCIATED WITH THE SAFETY/BIOHAZARD FORM:
MCM REPORTING OF COMMUNICABLE DISEASES IC 02-0303

PURPOSE:  This memorandum establishes new VA NJ Health Care System policy that shall provide controls and assign responsibilities for securing and forwarding data on reportable diseases of patients and employees to the State of New Jersey, Department of Health as required by Federal and State Laws, so that appropriate action can be undertaken to protect the public health.

MCM PREVENTION OF BLOOD-BORNE PATHOGENS IC 12-1001
PURPOSE: To reduce occupational exposure to HBV, HIV, HCV, and other blood-borne pathogens and to detect, isolate and manage these blood-borne pathogens in beneficiaries and personnel of the VA NEW JERSEY HEALTH CARE SYSTEM.

MCM HAND HYGIENE #IC05-0103

PURPOSE:  The purpose of these recommendations is designed to improve hand hygiene practices of health care workers and to reduce transmission of pathogenic microorganisms to patients and personnel. Transient flora left on the skin is frequently associated with transmitting infection and can be removed by hand hygiene.

MCM MANAGEMENT OF ANTINEOPLASTIC DRUGS #MS 05-0103

PURPOSE:  To provide basic guidelines and outline responsibilities for the proper handling of antineoplastic, or chemotherapy drugs in order to eliminate potential exposure to employees and patients. All antineoplastic drugs are toxic compounds and the precautions described herein must be taken when handling these drugs in all areas of the medical center, including research areas.
